Wildcat Pride Reading Program

1.  The students can work toward earning "Wildcat Pride" reading tags for fiction, nonfiction, biography, or gold medal books.   For the fiction, nonfiction & biography books, students just need to choose books from their AR reading range to read.  For the gold medal books, there is a list to choose from on the Eddins library link.

2.  Once students read a book, they write it on the appropriate list in their "Wildcat Pride" folder.  After reading, they need to fill out the attached form.  (More of these are on the library link to print off.)  Once 10 of the books are read and 10 of the wildcat reader pages are filled out, then you'll send the folder back to school.  I will staple the 10 together and send them to Mrs. Perret, our librarian.  She will review the pages, then reward the tag(s.)  

3.  The "Wildcat Pride" folder will stay at home until the 10 are completed.  The folder will not come back & forth each day.  

4.  This is an at-home reading option for our students.  We hope we will have many participate and reach their goals of collecting these cool tags on their chain!  It's a fun way to encourage reading and also help increase reading fluency, accuracy & comprehension!  :)
